


Brympton House is set within 33 acres of rolling Somerset
countryside. We are approached by a long private drive,
and the South Front (as seen on the front cover) was
reputed to have been designed by Inigo Jones. We have
a gorgeous lake, our own cricket pitch and an exquisite
1350 Dower House which was described in Country Life
as the most beautiful house in England; the Dower House
is the perfect backdrop for a Civil Marriage — whilst the
Parish Church of St Andrews (which nestles in the
grounds) is available to couples who qualify and by
arrangement with the vicar.

At Brympton House we have two Wedding Day Options — a wedding centred on the house and a
wedding centred on the Orangery. House Weddings can take place on any day of the week and
use all of the facilities that Brympton House has to offer including the exquisite Dower House to
get married in, the South Terrace or the Great Hall for the drinks reception, the 1680 Ballroom
for the wedding breakfast and the Orangery for the evening reception. The romantic self
contained Bridal Suite is also included in any House Wedding. Orangery Weddings can take
place on any day of the week from Monday to Thursday and use the Dower House to get
married in, the Stables Bar or the Grooms Courtyard for the drinks reception whilst the evening
reception takes place within the Orangery.

The Dower House is the perfect place for a Civil Wedding.
The building dates from around1350 and can seat a
maximum of 150 guests. You can use candles to decorate the
space and incorporate as many individual elements as you
wish — from a harpist to an opera singer!



The Parish Church of St Andrews is nestled in the
grounds of Brympton House and can seat up to 120
people. St Andrew’s offers a traditional Christian
service and is available to couples who qualify by
arrangement with the vicar.

From Taunton

A358 TO ILMINSTER

First exit onto roundabout onto A303 (towards London)
Second exit on next roundabout at SOUTH PETHERTON
and continue on the A303

Third exit from next roundabout (signposted YEOVIL)

First exit from next roundabout on outskirts of YEOQVIL

First exit at next roundabout by the Airfield Tavern

First exit at next roundabout signposted to ODCOMBE
BRYMPTON HOUSE is 100 yards down this road on the left

From Crewkerne

A30 to YEOVIL

First exit on roundabout onto Watercombe Lane

First exit on roundabout onto the Western Relief Road
Straight over next roundabout

First exit at next roundabout by the Airfield Tavern

First exit at next roundabout signposted to ODCOMBE
BRYMPTON HOUSE is 100 yards down this road on the left

From London on A303

Second exit from roundabout at intersection with A37 from
SHEPTON MALLET

Continue on A303 and take first exit from next roundabout
signposted YEOVIL

Third exit from next roundabout on outskirts of YEOVIL

First exit at next roundabout by the Airfield Tavern

First exit at next roundabout signposted to ODCOMBE
BRYMPTON HOUSE is 100 yards down this road on the left



From Sherborne

A30 to YEOVIL

Second exit on roundabout at bottom of duel carriageway

First exit on roundabout at Penn Mill Hotel

Right hand lane at one way system and turn right after lights

Left hand lane immediately and turn left at pedestrian crossing

On duel carriageway take right hand lane and middle lane at roundabout
Second exit at roundabout and continue downhill in right hand lane
Third exit at roundabout onto Lysander Road

Second exit onto Western Relief Road

Straight over next roundabout

First exit at next roundabout by the Airfield Tavern

First exit at next roundabout signposted to ODCOMBE
BRYMPTON HOUSE is 100 yards down this road on the left

From Dorchester

A37 to YEOVIL

Pass showground on right hand side

First exit on roundabout onto A30

First exit on roundabout onto the Western Relief Road
Straight over next roundabout

First exit at next roundabout by the Airfield Tavern

First exit at next roundabout signposted to ODCOMBE
BRYMPTON HOUSE is 100 yards down this road on the left
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
