Flowers,
candles and beautiful accessories all go towards ensuring that your
wedding at Brympton House is a magical experience.

In terms of styling ideas I have two resources available to brides:

Although this guide is arranged as a set of ‘packages’ none of them are
set in stone — if you opt for the entry level for example but are getting
married off site then you can divert the flowers and props that would
have been put into Castle House into the Orangery or Great Hall or opt
to light up the outside of the house instead.

Standard - £1500

The Standard consists of a lavish selection of flowers, props, candles and foliage. I
concentrate on the key areas [for most brides!] i.e. the ceremony space and ballroom.
The package includes the creation of a bespoke styling plan, full on-site wedding day
co-ordination, full set up day before, movement of props on the wedding day
[including someone to light the candles!] and clear up.

The Classic consists of a lavish selection of flowers, props, candles and foliage and as
well as the ceremony space and ballroom the package includes the great hall. The
Great Hall is a key area in styling terms as it forms your guest’s first impression of
Brympton and is the ideal space for the guest book set up. The package includes the
creation of a bespoke styling plan, full on-site wedding day co-ordination, full set up
day before, movement of props on the wedding day [including someone to light the
candles!] and clear up.

The Premier like both the Standard and the Classic consists of a lavish selection of
flowers, props, candles and foliage and as well as the ceremony space, ballroom and
great hall includes the great stairs. The Great Stairs are one of the glories of
Brympton and decorating them really adds to the opulent feel of a wedding. Like the
other packages the Premier includes the creation of a bespoke styling plan

The Extravagance - £3000

The Extravagance is as its name suggests the ultimate styling package — with
everywhere from the ceremony space, ballroom, great stairs and great hall styled to
perfection. It includes the creation of a bespoke styling plan, full on-site wedding day
co-ordination, full set up day before, movement of props on the wedding day
[including someone to light the candles!] and clear up.

e Easel and board for table plan [choice of rustic hessian, vintage floral,
mirrored]

e Table number holders [choice of mirrored, distressed white baroque, flower
vases, giant standalone numbers]

e Place name holders [choice of mercury silvered or cork]

Orangery — Jam jar walkway or fire pits

Orangery Theming - £1000

Areas Covered:

e Bar
e Chill out zone
e Courtyard where appropriate

Styles offered:

¢ Gentleman’s club — Persian rugs, tapestry cushions, stags heads [optional!],
table lamps — works well with either the English Country garden or Modern
Country look

e Moroccan — normally a complete contrast to the way the house was styled
with fret work lamps [both table and free standing], silk throws in vibrant reds
and orange, low level seating, poufs and Casablanca side tables [both high and
low] and hundreds of Moroccan tea lights

e Country/vintage — hay bales and fire pits in the courtyard [with boxes of
marshmallows and toasting forks thrown in], bunting, woollen
blanket/vintage throws, white metal garden arch entrance, jam jar tea lights

e Bollywood — fretwork lamps, low tables, vibrant silk throws and cushions in
shocking pink/lime green/teal, flower garlands, Casablanca side tables [some
painted in shocking pink/lime green/teal]
